PROBLEMATIC
Poverty & Immigration

Immigration has long supported the growth and dynamism of the U.S. economy.

Immigrants and refugees are entrepreneurs, job creators, taxpayers, and

consumers.

They add trillions of dollars to the U.S. gross domestic product, or GDP.

Despite the positive impacts of immigrants on the United States’ economy and

society, the tenor of the new administration threatens to move the United States to

a more restrictionist policy environment.

Increased immigration enforcement as well as potential restrictions on legal

immigration and refugee resettlement will impose fiscal costs on taxpayers and

threaten immigrants, their families, and their communities across the country.

Stepping up detentions and deportations will not only cost taxpayers billions of

dollars but will also break apart families and place vulnerable individuals— such

as survivors of domestic violence and sexual assault in the United States, as well

as women and children fleeing violence in their homelands.

The main objective of our $1,000,000 donation is to help low income people who

cannot afford an attorney or do not have enough resources to resolve immigration

problems.
